Mrs. Bush'’s call was echoed by other prominent Americans and organizationandumeed new
initiatives today in the run-up to Malaria Awareness Day. ExxonMobil and idarerdol’s “Idol Gives
Back,” actress Ashley Judd, Major League Soccer, pastor and bestseliogRick Warren, Boys and
Girls Clubs of America, Nothing But Nets, the Initiative for Global Deppient, America’s Promise

"Malaria No More is asking every American to donate $10 for a bed net that couldcakisdife,"
said Ray Chambers, co-Chairman of Malaria No More, an organization working taigala sectors
of American society to combat malaria. "Whether at their workplace, throuiglfiatherite television
program, at sporting events, or in their churches and schools, Americans can dottteimp&e
Malaria Awareness Day the first major milestone in the campaign to eadianadlated deaths."

Malaria is the number one Kkiller of children under five in Africa. “Every yemlaria claims 1.2 million
lives; it kills 3,000 children in Africa every day,” Mrs. Bush said. “Adding to thgedy is the fact that
malaria is treatable and preventable. With simple technologies like beddetsacticide sprays
families can protect themselves from the mosquitoes that carry the disease.”

The President has announced April 2807 as “Malaria Awareness Day” for the first time in the United
States. New initiatives announced today include:

300,000 congregations in the United States in April to encourage them to take on malaria as a
cause. This domestic effort builds on the church’s extensive work with faithrdeaaléhe
ground in Rwanda.
